Things you could do at home:
Please read with your child every day and ask them questions to develop their vocabulary and comprehension

Mathletics is a great way to continue to practise number fluency and reinforce our learning from
class.

Reminders
Our week’s attendance was 98.46%. Weekly attendance needs to be over 96%.

e Please ensure your children have the correct home learning and return it on the correct days.

e When reading to an adult at home, the children would benefit from being asked lots of questions about
what they are reading.

e The children should also be reading their ‘home’ books as well. The school library books can be changed
or renewed on Tuesdays or in Library Club on Wednesdays.

e Please ensure that your child does Hebrew reading every week and the reading is signed. The pages that
they need to read are recorded each week in their diaries.

e Please continue to log into Mathletics and TTRockstars; These websites are an excellent way to continue
to practise and consolidate skills and knowledge.

e Please ensure your child has their blue diary each day. If they are being collected by someone else to
usual, this must be recorded in the diary on the day.

e All boys need to wear a kippah every day and a spare one in their tray. Children need a non-uniform cap
in their tray too please. Tztizit are expected to be worn at all times and tucked in for PE. After a PE
lesson, the children are expected to change back into “full’ uniform.Tzedakah is collected every Friday
and it would be wonderful if children could bring some in.
